St. Paul’s Episcopal Church, located downtown Frederiksted, St. Croix, the US Virgin Islands has been worshipping as a community of faith since the mid-1770s, but the present edifice was deeded to the Vestry in 1812 by the colonial Danish Crown. The Parish Hall, about two blocks up King Cross Street was built in 1842.

The history of this church and its people is woven into the fabric of the St. Croix community, especially Frederiksted. Our rector, The Rev. W. Allman was one of those who saved the town of Frederiksted from total destruction in the famous “Fire Burn” of 1848. He single-handedly faced the torch-bearing protesters and pleaded with them to save the town. St. Paul’s has been ministering to the community ever since. One of our buildings (the current office building), donated by a parishioner-couple, was “set apart for the use of the poor,” and for some time we had shelters, called “poor house[s]” on the church grounds to house the homeless. Our ministry has included partnering with such charities as Lutheran Social Services (Queen Louise Home), Catholic Charities (Bethlehem House), and the VI Government (Herbert Griggs Home for the elderly, etc.). We have an on-going relationship with the people of San Pedro in the Dominican Republic, making a mission trip there in 2007. 

Education and development of young people is one of our enduring legacies.
